Alberta High School Diploma

students receive.

5 credits in one other 30 level course
42 credits in other high school courses

Alternative 2

Anyone 18 or older, who has been out of
school for 10 consecutive months, who passes
all 5 tests in the General Educational
Development (GED) test battery with a score of
450 or better in each test and meets the
eligibility requirements will be granted a High
School Equivalency Diploma.
